ment ; and I am desired to refer the following suggestions for disposal in your
Department : — :

(1) That, as the smoke in the Kitchens still continues a nuisance, the
flues might be raised some 15 feet, and that if this does o6t
suffice, a hood should be placed over the fire-places. Also that
the copper boiler in the corner of the kitchen should be replaced
by a steel vessel built into the fire-place; '

(3) That the sinks in the pantry, which are lined with sheet lead,
should be of slates cemented together ;

(3) That the room in which the meat is kept should have a cemented
floor ;

(4) That the Hospital, which is to be re-roofed with corrugated iron
and a lining of planks, should have an open space of about
three inches between the corrugated iron and the planking, wire

tanks should be shaded from the sun’s rays, and that the ram-

water should. be filtered. Cement instead of tar is recom-
mended for the"interior of the tanks.
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
