The Workshop on ‘Excellence in Education’
was conducted for Academic Staff by Dr. Amrita
Dass on 18th Feb 2007.

The Workshop ended with a discussion on
what could be the Best Practices in the Teaching/
Learning process in every aspect in SANAWAR.
Over all, the Workshop was an enjoyable and
interesting experience.

Kavita Rampal (Faculty of English)

Graded Examination in Spoken English (GESE)
is what is popularly known as Trinity exam.

GESE is an oral exam conducted by Trinity
College, London,

Website : WWW. Trinity College. CO. UK.
Trinity’s graded examinations in Spoken English
provide a reliable and valid scheme of assessment
through which candidates, teachers and parents
may measure progress and development, whether
for educational and vocational purposes or as a
leisure activity. The grades provide a continuous
measure of linguistic competence from absolute
beginning (Grade 1) to full mastery (Grade 12)




The 12 graded examinations are organised in 4
development stages :

Initial Stage (Grades 1—3)
Elementary Stage (Grades 4—6)
Intermediate Stage (Grades 7—09)
Advanced Stage (Grades 10—12)

From Grade I throughout the 4 stages, the exami-
nations take the form of a one—to—one, face—to—
face interview between the candidate and an exami-
ner who is a native Speaker of English. The pro-
gress at each stage is marked by :

* Greater linguistic demands catergorised under
grammar, lexis, phonology.

* Increasing evidence of the use of communicative
skills.

* An increasing degree of independence which
allows the candidates to initiate and take
control of the interaction.

* A listening task (introduced at the Advanced
Stage) intended to be solely a test of listening.

In November 2006, 19 candidates appeared
for the Trinity exam and all of them passed.

Since January 2007 The Lawrence School,
Sanawar is a centre for Trinity exam.

He won the Rock
Climbing Award from the “Government of India”
besides leading numerous trekking expeditions. He
was also conferred the Best Pianist Award for three
consecutive years.

Ceremony 2006—07
Barne Hall, l4th June, 2007

I'd like to welcome our Chief Guest, Mr. H.K.
Dua at our annual prize distribution ceremony. As
Editor in Chief of the Tribune, which is the most
widely read newspaper in North India, Mr. Dua
needs no introduction. Sir, yours truly has been a
very remarkable career so far. Having been the
editor of the Hindustan times, editor in chief of the




Indian express, and editorial advisor of the Times
of India, prior to your present assignment, you
would be the envy of any journalist anywhere in
the world. Sir, yours is a very important job be-
cause a fair and independent press will always
remain as perhaps the most important pillar of a
healthy democracy. It is no wonder that you were
conferred the Padma Bhusan by President K.R.
Naravanan in 1998. 1t is indeed a matter of great
honour for us, that you are here today as chief
guest at our annual prize distribution ceremony.

| would like to congratulate all the children
who have won prizes and trophies today. Without
compromising or diluting from our goal of produc-
ing confident and all rounded individuals, we have
steadily improved our academic results as well. As
I have often said, the all round development of a
child is incomplete without a good academic score,
and ’m happy to state that we as a school have
taken giant leaps in this sphere. Our X and XII
Board results this year are an improvement over
last years in every way, even though lust year too
we had improved our results over the previous
year. This year, our XII Board result improved by
1'18%, to touch an average of 72:94%, while our X
result improved by 2:83%, to touch 77 419%,. Consi-
dering that both batches were big having 73 and 85
children respectively, this improvemeunt is huge. In
all 158 children took these Board exams. and we
had no failure. Only one child got a compartment
in one subject, and 1’'m sure he’ll clear it soon.

While in the XII out of 73 children, 66 got a Ist
division; in the X Class, out of the batch of 85
children 83 got a 1st Division. In the 12th Class 28
got distinction. with 3 in the 90’s and the highest
being 93 89, scored by Vasundhra Thakur, in the
X Class, 48 children got distinction, 9 got in 90’s,
with the highest 95:89, scored by Vivhor Ralhan.
Such marks have, never been scored in S’na before,
and I’m sure no one can now say that S’na is not
a place for academics. I still don’t want us to peak
out here, for there is no limit to how much more
we can achieve. 1'd like to repeat what I said, in
my Founders speech last year ‘Abhi to baaj ki
udaan baki hai, abhi to parindon ki udaan baki hai,
abhi to ek parvat hee par kiya hai, abbi to saara
Asmaan baki hai.”

On the sports field too we have none well. We
once again hosted the HP Swimming Championship
and came Ist init. In Basketball we were runners
up in the state Basketball Championship, while in
cricket we came third in a group of 11 teams in the
Goldstein Memorial Cricket Tournament held at
Shimla. Karan Dhanoa was the best player in this

tournament. We alsorevived the Honoria Lawrence
Basketball Girls Tournament after a gap of 7 years.
In addition to all this, we had another successful
year of Camps. Our bigger children both boys &
girls scaled the Buraan Pass which is at a height of
15,500 ft, while others went to the Bhrigu lake at a
heighest of 1400 ft.

Annadale, Shimla

A Workshop with a Difference

Usually the workshops we attend as teachers
pertain to teaching strategies of how to improve
classroom environment. In short th:y focus on the
academic growth of students. This was the precon-
ceived notion T quite frankly carried with me when
I and my colieague Amarjit Chauhan went to attend
the five-day AEP workshop being conducted by
CBSE in Panchkula from 18th—22ad June, 2007.
We were in for a pleasant surprise, indeed !

This workshop basically focussed on the social,
mental and physical well being of adolescents
(people in the 10-19 age group) that continue a
whopping 22%, of our population. Though this
group constitutes nearly one fifth of our population
yet their identity as a distinct demographic group
has been realized very recently that adolescents
have been an ‘under served population group’. This
group is particularly vulnerable because of rapid
physical, psychological and social changes occurr-
ing this age about which they lack proper and
authentic knowledge and hence are often led astray.
AEP or Adolescence Education Programme is one
such effort to manoeuvre this age group in the right
choices. This programme has been launched by the
Ministry of Human Resource Development, Govern-
ment of India, in collaboration with NACO with the
active support of United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA).



The five days of the workshop had us untir-
ingly involved in discussions, brainstorming sessions
and group activities that had us going through and
understanding several sensitive issues that affect
the adolescents today like adolescent health, HIV
awareness, substance abuse, peer pressure etc. The
core message of this workshop was to empower our
youngsters with Life Skills that would enable them
to the right thing at all times. It focussed on the
aim to enhance the necessary life skills in adloscents
so that they can manage risky situations competen-
tly and develop a positive attitude towards life as
such. The life skills we worked on were :- empathy,
interpersonal relationships, self-awareness, critical
thinking, decision making, effective communication,
creative thinking, problem solving, coping with
emotions and stress. We were also trained in enabl-
ing our adolescents to be assertive as against being
passive or aggressive,

These five days were a unique experience for
ue, as we were made more sensitive to the need of
adolescents. [t made usacknowledge them as indi-
viduals in there own right. Personally this workshop
has had a great impact on me and I have become
more patient and understanding towards my stu-
dents. I have started looking at their problems
from their perspective and that enables me to em-
pathize and guide them to use and develop the
relevant life sk:lls that would stand in good stead
for them. I am grateful to the school management
who gave us this opportunity to be a part of such
an excellent learning and empowering experience,

Dreaming Big

On 7th of August, 2007 Mr. Ajit Bajaj, the
man who explored both North and South Pole on
skies, was here in Sanawar to tell us about his ex.
periences. Recalling his stay in Sanawar he said that
he always dreamed of being an expeditioner. He
would read about the polar explorers in library. He
says, ““Just dreaming something is not enough, there
are real challenges to face’’. He climbed Mt. Kili-
manjaro in Africa besides scaling many more.
Before going to North Pole, he practised for it by
jumping into frozen lakes, Within the Arctic circle, he
saw 24 hours of daylight. On the way to the North
Pole, he says he did feel low and depressed at times,
but singing the school song motivated him,

The geographical North Pole is 90°N in Canada
and the magnetic North Pole is 82°N which is mov-
ing 40 kilometres every year. Mr. Bajaj used to
wake up at 4-30 every morning and faced the biting
temperature of —-70°C in which he and his team had
to keep moving else the sweat would freeze. For
this purpose, they had to keep themselves hydrated
and they had to keep eating as the explorers are
prone to weight loss. They kept the Global Positioning
Systems (GPS) with them so as to reach the North
Pole. He said that the most important thing was
that no one complained. He added that no one lost
their temper and kept their sense of humour alive.

During the expedition they thought about the
warm places, as even though the North Pole had 24
hours of daylight, there was no warmth of the Sun.
They finally made it to the North Pole inspite of the
polar drifts which kept pushing them to the South.
He placed the Indian flag on 90° and felt on top of
the world.

After this, he came back to India in June to
face a drastic change in temperature. Within a short
span he agreed to the proposal of exploring the
South Pole and left on Christmas He reached the
South Pole in early January 2007. He said that
Antarctica is larger than Europe and landing on this
continent felt like landing on Mars in a way. An-
tarctica is 9969, ice and the rest 0.4% rock. He
shared that North Pole was harder than South Pole
as in North Pole, the polar drifts were dishearten-
ing. But the South Pole was indeed harder than climb-
ing Mount Everest. He reached the South Pole

successfully on Republic Day but was dis-
appointed to see American buildings in an area
which they wanted to keep pristine and clear. Ee un-
furled the schonl flag and the National flag and felt
proud to be an Indian. He told us that we all have
a duty towards our school and the National Flag,
He advised us to be prepared to face storms.

Politics is still a man’s world, being run by
men, playing by men’s values and defined by male
paradigms. Lets look at our testosterone laden
foreign policy, for example or the testosterone
laden foreign policy of any other nation, or the
testosterone laden philosophy of Jehad, for that
matter.

Although women have made large strides pro-
fessionally over the last century but politics still
remains a man’s world. Significant barriers stand
in the way of women assuming positions of political
leadership. The infrastructure of our society and
the world at large is thoroughly male dominated.

A recent world economic forum report notes
that women have closed over 909, of gender gap in
education and health but only 15% of it when it
comes to political empowerment at the highest
level. Even in the United States, 16 of the 100
members of the Senate and 71 of the total 435
members of house of representatives are woinen.

In India any attempt to advance the presence
of women in chambers of Parliament has failed itself
thoroughly time and again. In Rajya Sabha where
members are appointed and thus can be easily
chosen to represent a wide spectrum of India, only
28 of the total 242 seats are occupied by women.

To end, I would like to assert that women might
have positioned themselves successfully as the heads
of their respective families but they still remain to
make a mark in the male dominated world of politics.

Residential School and Teachers

Mrs. Jane Suganthy Nathaniel (Faculty of Science)

Teaching—A noble profession I was told when
T decided to take up teaching. I started working in
a day school with children from all walks of life.
When I saw the expectations of parents from
teachers I really realized it is no doubt a noble pro-
fession. In a day school where children spend most
of the day time with teachers from the age of four
it is easy to fulfil the expectations of the parents as
children are handed over to teachers in their forma-
tive years. It is much easier to mould them when
we begin at that age. Habits and manners begin to
develop from the time they are infants and get fixed
by the time they are 6 years old and what they learn
depends a lot on the environment they are placed in.

I joined Sanawar ten years later. When I left
the school 1 worked for, I saw the tears of parents
more than that of the students which told me clearly
this profession is no doubt a noble one.

The task of the teacher in a residential school
is much different from that of a day school. Here it
is not just teaching—games, sports, food, health,
everything is taken care of by the school and teachers
play an important role in every sphere. Children
become ours while at school. Yet the parents need
to play a leading role in accomplishing the teacher’s
efforts to mould their children to their expectations.
This is often forgotten by most parents. The normal
tendency is that when a teacher makes a complaint
about the child’s attitude or behaviour to the parent
the response is ““what can we do, the child is with
you most of the year.”” They may be right in a way
but the point to be noted is that the children are
admitted at the age of 9 or 10 and in some cases even
later. The environment in which they grow gives
them the basic lessons in the development of manners
and etiquettes which are fixed in them by the time
thev reach this school. Once habits are fixed it is very
difficult to replace them with what we want in a
short span of time. Immediate transformation will
take place only if the child is willing to accept
consciously what we teach. [ have seen it happen
in some children. With many it happens gradually.
With some it has been next to impossible to achieve
satisfactory results over a considerable period of
time. Here to get positive resuls, 1 mentioned
it to one of the parents to contribute 509, input and
I shall give the rest so that we work on the child to-
gether. The immediate response of the parent was
I believe parents should contribute 809 without
that you are helpless”. His words led me to think
and analyse the work we are doing. In due course
of time I realized most of the children who are
never a problem are the ones who are clearly aware
of their parent’s expectations from them which
include academics. behaviour and attitude and they
work sincerely to fulfil their parents’ demands and

they prove to be successful also. Some others really
work to improve because they are being told every
day and reminded every day what they are in the
school for. Others who are rot motivated by their
parents however hard we work with them the result
is not obvious as they seem to lack self realization and
that may set in much later in life. Often when they
are rebuked for the wrong they do, they think that
they are being hated. They can’t understand that it
is pure love which is being shown to them to get
them in the right path as it is not possible for a
normal human being to hate children,

A teacher can be a cool breeze, a strong wind
or a storm. It depends on the circumstance and the
seriousness of the situation. It is not advisable to
be a storm as it can cause damage somewhere, even
to one’s self. Being a strong wind is necessary at times
to establish the severity of the situation. Be a cool
breeze. Every student will adore you but it is not
always possible !!

Headmaster’s Speech on Gandhi Jayanti
(2nd October, 2007)

We are here assembled once more. to celebrate
another birth anniversary of Gandhiji—138th one
today. There is so much Gandhiji has to offer to
us, to the world that it is difficult sometimes to
grasp his key message. Qualities of him that come
to my mind are his simplicity, honesty, courage,
compassion, will power, and over and above these
all, his love for mankind.

He lived in difficult times because India was
ruled by the British, rather suppressed and ex-
ploited by them. and it fell upon him to mastermind
a mass movement to gain independence, and that
too non violently. This thing called non violence,
and satyagraha were the core of his philosphy and
strategy, and one that worked. Satyagraha roughly
translates as “‘strength born out of truth and love™.
And it meant much more than just passive resis-
tance, civil disobedience, etc. Satvagraha, or truth
force which completes 100 years this year was des-
tined to develop into a reasoned system of unarmed
action, not because force could not be used, but
instead as weapon superior to force. This force
developed out of the power of inner goodness, and
some even have called it soul power in which the
practitioner does undergo some suffering, but even-
tually, overpowers evil doer. Non violence, the
main component of satyagraha meant a clean break
from the normal habits of mankind, such as hate,
desire to take revenge, fear and falsehood.

Gandhi did write in 1931 in Young India
“After I have put aside my sword, there is nothing
left to me other than to offer my enemy the Cup of
Love. By offering him this cup of love, I hope to
win him over. The wind is taken out of the enemy’s
sails by refusing to provide him a target. He must
realize that love is greater than hate. Talking with
reason and logic is more effcctive than a kick. And
to him, he who can look at a weapon without fear
in his eyes, is stronger than he who holds the
weapon in his hand The ability to endure suffering
only increased your inner strength. Gandhi was an
eternal optimist, and according to him, “In the
midst of darkness, it is always light that prevails.
In the midst of evil, it is always goodness that
prevails. In the midst of death, it is life that always
prevails, and in the midst of hate, it isalways Love
that prevails.

Biggest compliment to Gandhi was paid by a
British historian called Gilbert Murray. “Be careful
in dealing with a man who cares nothing for com-
fort or promotion, but is simply determined to do
what he believers to be right. He is a dangerous
and uncomfortable enemy, because his body is
something you can always conquer, but you can
never conquer his spirit, his soul.” Gandhiji so
often said that strength is not so much a question
of muscle, as it is of an unconquerable spirit.
Gandhl may be dead, but his spirit is not, and I feel
that a movement based on his thought and phi-
losophy may be the only hope and answer to solve
the problem of violence in our country, and wars
in the world. He also provided a role model for
ideal and selfless leadership which is a quality much
needed in every aspect of our society. In the end,
I like to quote his words which I find every inspir-

ing.

“] must not suppress that voice within me
call it conscience, call it the calling of my inner
basic nature. There is something within me impel-
ling me to cry out my agony. I have known exactly
what it is. That something in me which never
deceives me tells me now—‘you have to stand
against the whole world although you may have to
stand alone. You have to stare the world in the




face although the world may look at you with
bloodshot eyes. Do not fear. Trust that little thing
in you which resides in the heart and says—For
sake of friends, wife, family, all, but testify to that
for which you have lived and for which you have
to die.”” Such has been the reach and impact of
Gandhi on mankind. that this day today, has been
declared the first International Non violence day
by the common assembly of the United Nation.

Head Boy’s Address at Gandhi Jayanti

On 2nd October, 1869 a child was born in the
sleepy port of Porbandar, and fates of nations were
decided. History took a turn as Geography had to
be redrawn. The sun knew that finally it had to set
on the British Empire. Indians, the Zulu’s of South
Africa, the Negroes of America, The Sinhalese of
Celone and the Burmese of Myanmar were to be
free at last. Never on the face of this earth did
armies of the allied forces wrote the fate of so much
of mankind as this one child was about to do.

Mohandas Gandhi was born to the Diwan of
Porbandar, Karamchand Gandhi and his wife
Putlibai. Mohandas or Gandhi as the world knows
him fought with the most lethal weapon known "to
humanity—Ahimsa.

Mohandas was the youngest of the three
brothers. He was betrothed thrice and was finally
married to Kasturbai at the age of thirteen. His
aversion towards physical exercise is known from
his autobiography ‘The story of my experiments
with truth’. I quote “I never took party in any

exercise, cricket or football, before they were made
compulsory’” unquote. It is unbelievable that this
boy grew up to conduct the 230 km Dandi March.
He passed matriculation examination in 1887 and
sailed for England on 4th September to study law at
University College, London. Later an Indian firm
with interests in South Africa retained him as a
legal adviser in its office in Durban, where he later
became first so-called ‘“coloured’” lawyer admitted
to the Supreme Court. In 1894, Gandhi founded
the Natal Indian Congress to agitate for Indian
rights. This Organisation was later instrumental in
relieving the South Africans of Apartheid. The story
thereafter is known to all.

Today, after 59 years of his death, the world
still wonders whether Gandhi is a noun or a verb,
whether to follow a life led by him would be good
enough or to walk in his foot steps might save the
world from complete annihiiation.

Nowhere on earth did a nation frame so many
laws based on the beliefs of one man. From Un-
touchability to Empowerment of Women. From
Sati to Vaccination we still debate not on whether
to adopt his words, but how far we can trust our-
selves to improve as man.

Gandhi’s teachings are archaic in the modern
world, I often hear. I do not protest because I
know we are slowly slipping into a comatose We
have become insensitive to feelings. We wanted
people to love. more than to care. His concept of
non-violence was not to surrender to ones opponent
but to one self. His words on afforestation, vege-
tarianism, economic self-reliance are the so called
in-things of today’s discussion in coffee tables around
the world. He was eternally modern. I am young,
I know how much his thoughts relate to me and
my future

Gandhi was a freedom fighter or was he a
socialist. He was a philosopher or was he a poet.
Dandi March, his concept of Harijan, his views
on theology and the immortal couplet ““ishwar allah
tero naam sab ko sammati de bhagawan proved
he was all of them, gift wrapped in khadi for the
human race. Down history, Gaadhi has been written,
re-written, and often written off but he still re-
mains our only hope.

Section V: From the O.S,
Down the Memory Lane
Lt. Gen MS Shergill (Retired)
PVSM, AVSM, VrC, ADC
Vindhya, 1951-57.

It remains a privilege and an honour for me
to represent the Class of 1957 as their spokesperson
on the occasion of our 50th Anniversary of School
leaving.

Most of our Class joined School between 1949-
52 or thereof. The alumni of the School then was
very small. There were only two Houses called :
*Yellows’ and ‘Blues’ changed in 1950 to ‘Himalaya’
and ‘Nilagir’. In 1952, two more Houses were
created : ‘Siwalik’ and ‘Vindhya’.

The School term commenced in the first week
of March and School closed in the first week of Dec.
There were no holidays or term breaks. New arri-
vals invariably were admitted to the hospital for a
few days to be in quarantine. School routine began
with ‘Chotta Hazari’, followed by PT, breakfast
and then Assembly. Initially, chapel service was
held, later this shifted to the Barne Hall, Initially
too, the service was from the Bible, later to devo-
tional songs by well known personages as Tagore.
Classes were followed by tunch, games, change for
what was called Prep Study and then dinner. To
inform children of the time and what was to take
place was by a bugle call with different tunes. The
wake-up bugle went as such: ‘Charley, Charley,
Get Out of Bed’ !!

We always marched to Assembly and gave an—
‘Eyes Left’, at the War Memorial as a sign of
respect to those Sanawarians who were killed in the
First World War.



Food till the mid 1950’s was largely Anglicised.
Sunday saw a curry lunch. There were dishes of :
Irish stew, Scotch broth, Mutton—do—piazza,
Jalphreze whilst the desserts, called Pudds were—
Bread pudds, Bis-cotton-tort, Balancemage and
some sort of Rice pudd. These remained very
popular.

Games were played seasonally, the year start-
ing with Cricket. The cricket season started on
Easter with a match being played between the
School XTI versus the Staff. An interesting incident
took place during the match in 1951. Standing at
first slip was a slim, fair, handsome teacher who
had joined that year. As the ball was bowled, the
player got a snick to it and the ball flew towards
him. This young teacher was a bit surprised with
the ball coming straight at him, his reactions were
slow and the ball struck him full on the face drawing
blood. He had to leave the field, received many a
stitch and carried a scar for the rest of his life. This
young teacher was none other than Bhupinder Singh
who would blossom into a legendary Senior Master
in time.

Then followed Hockey, thereafter Football.
Hodson’s run and Athletics were also very well
contested, with the latter being held during
Founder’s.

Founder’s then, as now, was very well conduc-
ted though the attendance was very small. Few
parents came and there were very few OIld
Sanawarians. Even by 1957, the entire Old Sanawarian
community would not number more than a hundred
or so. Look at the attendance today.

If anyone instilled discipline into our genera-
tion, the credit in great part must go to Mr. SC
(Sam) Cowell the Senior Master. He was strict but
fair, nothing escaped his eye. Beneath that exterior,
which we would dread, there was a heart of gold.
He had a remarkable sense of humour His presence
in School was all pervading. Will always remember
him with gratitude.

One must be asked, as to what was our attitude
to the girls. It was one of high respect for them and
regard. We lived in an age of total inocence and
knew right from wrong. The girls were the epitome
of feminity, graceful, soft spoken, very well dressed
with the most perfect of manners.

Our interaction with them, apart from the
class room, was at ‘Socials’, where one was ex-
pected to dance with them—we did but at arms
length ! This was solely as most boys were clodhop-
pers who though expected to dance the waltz,
foxtrot or quickstep were quite content to guide the
girls around to, what came to be known as the
‘Sanawar Stroll’'! Conversation was limited to—*hi’
with the girls replying with a ‘hi’ many a moment
later. All in all, Socials were good fun and anticipa-
ted.

There were no radio’s, transistors, TV or the
like then, though a 16 mm projector was available
in Barne Hall where popular cinema films were
screened.
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Pocket money was a princely sum of Rupee
one per week ! Just enough to buy the odd ‘gulab’
or ‘samosa’ from Charlie Bootlace. It we ever
walked to Kasauli, we could get an ice cream cone
for eight annas {now fifty paisa) at Alasia. We re-
mained totally unencumbered with money.

Recently, one read about a brilliant student
of the School, who secured 97%, in the board exa-
mination. What was our standard of studies? We
had very bright bovs and girls who would go onto
MIT, Oxford, Germany, Australia to further their
studies and carve out impressive careers for them-
selves.

We also had a delightful body of boys who on
occasion, when three, if not four or five of ithem
combined their marks and they totaled 90, they
would celebrate at Charley Bootlace !! These boys
were the ‘hearties’ to whom their shrine was the
Barnes Field and the Cricket pavilion their sanctum
sanctorum. It was on the advice and direction given
to them by the then Headmaste, late Major Ravi
Somdutt; that they joined the Services. The class
of 1957 holds an all time record at School, 21 boys
earned commissions, Army (18), Navy (1) and Air
Force (2).

What was ones abiding memory of Sanawar.
The most extant remain those of bonding, the very
location of the School and our teachers, We had no
distractions, we lived atop this hill for nine months,
We had ourselves to ourselves, News of the
outside world was writtern by our perfects on
three blackboards each morning in the corridors of
Birdwood. Each board gave you the international,
national and sports news. A nascent Tara Chand
library was taking shape. Sanawar was like an oyster
and that was our world, hence our bonding with
each other has been very strong and it is so today.

Sanawar is founded on masonry stone and
mortar, meant to last. The buildings defy descrip-
tion or quantification. Their location, size, archi-
tecture was conceived by a group of far seeing and
talented people. No space has been wasted, yet
there is all space to afford freedom of movement or
breathing space. The roads and walkways girdle
the hillsides in remarkable patterns. Then the flora
and fauna was sparce and it fell to our lot to in-
dulge in ‘Shramdaan’, in planting of trees and the
like The result is now self evident The smell of
the pine flavoured air served as a tonic, not to
mention the mist that would sweep through our
dormitory windows during the early winter. The
entire setting remains magical and is etched in our
memory for all time to come.

The first impression one got of our teachers
was their mode of dress. It was immaculate. They
set an outstanding example in their conduct which
was beyond reproach. They were fine games players
and some had some had played Ranjit Trophy level
cricket.

Over the past fifty years, in accordance of the
laws of nature, we have lost many of our esteemed
teachers. They have gone, where we all will go one
day. We remember them with great respect and
gratitude.



. We have also lost some of our class, many in
their very youth.

School Song at Work in Real Life
Yogesh Saksena, Siwalik, 1956-58

Sanawar’s most enduring gi{t to me has been
the school song which epitomizes its indomitable
spirit. Whenever in life things have been tough or
luck has not been on my side, I have been inspired
by the school song, “Never give in is our motto...”,
1 have often remembered the ‘On the Long Hodson
Run’ with its exhortation to continue with unflinch-
ing will and indefatigable stamina.

After school, T appeared in the NDA exami-
nation simply to test my competitive merit in a
UPSC exam, with no intention, whatsaver, of join-
ing the Army. Since 1 obtained a high position in
the merit list, 1 was advised by Major Som Dut to
join the NDA. My friends from Sapawar were
astounded to find me, a studious sort of a guy, in
the Academy, where brawn mattered more than
brain. However, having reached there I decided to
sstick it still’ and prove my worth, before voluntarily
leaving the army (or so I thought!) a bit later.
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Each challenge and success in overcoming it, kept
me going. The NDA commandant, Rear-Admiral
Samson, made me a battalion cadet captain (who
also became an academy cadet captain on a rota-
tional basis) since I had stood first in the ‘overall’
order of mertit, in spite of opposition from his
subordinates on the grounds that I was a short and
thin cadet and not suited to command the NDA
parade.

I retired from the Army in 1997, having been
approved for a Maj-Gen’s rank, but having run
out of age. During my truncated but fruitful career
in the Army, I was selected for the Staff College at
Camberley, England the most prestigious Army
course and was approved for the General Cadre
(being an Engineer officer) as a colonel I was a
BM of an infantry brigade, colonel administration
of an infantry division and commanded a regiment
and a brigade. I took part in 1965 and 197] wars.
In 1965, 1 was taken a prisoner of war by the
Pakistan Army. For various reasons, I was sub-
jected to frequent ‘physical doses’ and long spells

of solitary confinement in dingy cells by the
Pakistanis in order to ‘correct my attitude’. When

" life itself seemed unbearable and worthless, the verse

of the song : ‘When you are all along...For still the
Old Schoo! motto’ kept me going. So this was
school song at work in real life. During my Army
life, I was produced before Maj-Gen (later Presi-
dent) Yahya Khan and had tea with Queen
Elizabeth,

In 1990, came the turning point in my pro-
fessional life. I was selected as the Deputy Chief
and subsequently Chief (CMO), of a UN peacekeep-
ing mission in Angola. From that point onwards,
I continued with the UN for a period of 13 years.
Immediately upon my abrupt retirement from the
Army, the UN HQ requested me to tackle a formi-
dable task in Tajikistan, I was appointed (as an
International Civil Servant) as the Deputy Head of

the UN mission in Central Asia as also the head of
political & civil affairs, I was given the opportunity
by the UN HQ to be the Acting Chief of the
Mission for a long time. While trying to persuade
the government and opposition leaders to move
ahead with the Moscow Accord, I followed the
motto, ‘Never give in’ and eventually succeeded.
I was fortunate to be commended by UN HQ for
the key part I had the opportunity to play, in bring-
ing peace and stability to Tajikistan and amply
recognized by the media.

After this first innings in Tajikistan, I was
once again picked up by Secretary-General Kofi
Annan to be the Interim Head of the new UN
mission in Ethiopia/Eritrea and, importantly, his
Representative for the peace talks in Algeirs, In
conjunction with Tony Lake, President Clinton’s

Special Envoy (and his National Security Adviser
1993-97) I negotiated indefatigably, keeping the
school motto in my mind, with the Foreign and
Defence Ministers of both countries, aud Algeria as
also the Secretary-General of OAS, to bring about



the Algeirs Agreement between Ethiopia and Eritrea
in December 2000. Tony Lake provided the muscle
while I provided UN’s diplomacy. My diplomatic
skills cum military expertise were, fortunately,
commended in the region and New York for this
success.

Whatever success/recognition I received in my
UN career can be attributed to the all-round ground-
ing in Sanawar and on-the-job leadership training
in the Army. I will continue to be guided by the
School Song till my life’s last bugle call.
